j.  MCC.  Khanh Le is requesting Senate Surplus for multiple events that are going on in April.  There are some changes, so we’ll go one-by-one and explain them.  So technically we asking less than what is on the request.  We are doing this event on behalf of a faculty’s tenure.  Steve adds that some of our accounts have merged.  We’ve had the best staff this year than I can remember.  This year we’ve done a lot of successful events include the Indigenous solidarity day and women’s self defense classes.  Raised this year over $3,500.  Senator Filippelli reads off MCC line-items.  Asks why they have been transferring from the account all year long.  Steve explains that the MCC was left unlocked by facilities and several items were missing.  We’ve had to replace some things with our office supplies line.  Senator Malena says that this year on PFC they were allocated over $16,000 for next year.  Student government should not allocate money this way.  Senator Heyden asks for clarification about line items.  Steve, build community based on respect at time of need.  Senator Hamilton asks about past spending and current amounts of the MCC.  The event is important but the role of the senate is to deal with finances.  Also asks about police reports because minor equipment could have funded some losses.  Senator Brown suggests making just one unified flyer to save some money.  We can find some other things to widdle down.  Senator Piering asks about recent decreases in the Ed Coleman speaker series.  The oversight is gone when groups spend money from line items for events not related to the line item.  Khanh says it’s hard to ask for money for office supplies.  Senator Irvin asks what would be affected if we only allocated $6,000, and Steve replies that they would cut events.  Senator Malena said that if a group came to Senate with a campaign to counter a campus problem, he’d be all for it, but he is unhappy that the money being used is not transparent since money for this event was used to refund other accounts.  Steve reiterates he is asking for Senate’s support for a campus issue.  Senator McKenzie asks whether the MCC has outperformed itself this year.  Steve says yes, this year has been much better.  Feels senate is only for emergencies and this allocation will help make this organization better.  Keep in mind though that this group’s request is huge in proportion to other groups, this is an emergency, however.  Senator Filippelli says that he doesn’t think they should have to cut any events.  They need their Emerald ads because they are the most widely read on campus.  Is the adjusted budget as fiscally responsible as you can get?  Yes.

Senator Malena restates that the money allocated should be spent for that event, and since this line item was already spent, this is not the correct way to allocate money.  Finances have ethics.  Senator Brown says that publicity is too expensive, and we’ve been nickel and diming every group, not just this one.

Senator McKenzie says the MCC needs to cut if they are tight for a budget.  Senator Kato adds that they are an umbrella organization.  Khanh says this is an opportunity to build leadership and promote multicultural issues.  Steve says that the senate should be willing to promote issues that benefit an issue that is large on campus, especially since they have $177,000.  Senator Irvin says that $500 is not enough money for publication.  Senator Hamilton says that is not the issue, the issue is that the group mindfully transferred money from it.  If the event is important, the transfer is conscious.  Senator Piering is bothered because Senate is being forced to look like a bad guy.  Senator Brown says that the event maybe shouldn’t even happen because of their irresponsibility.  Senator Hamilton the money taken to build it back up is more than $6,000, so the cost is actually more if we don’t let the event happen.  Senator Piering agrees with Senator Hamilton.  It was irresponsible that they spent the money and the MCC has been doing this for years.  Wants to be made clear that this is a horrible precedent.  When I was on PFC, this would never be something that was looked highly upon.  Everyone can have their reasoning for whatever, but we should fund this.  This wasn’t fiscally responsible, but shouldn’t go below $6,000.  Call to question.
