b.  Women’s center.  Brandy Ota, the interim director says is requesting $10,000 to be transferred to bring in a feminist speaker for the women’s conference.  The second request for $9135 will be used for Erin O’Brien to promote cultural diversity of all the programs.  She is the former director.  The event is open to everyone who is interested in participating.  The events will kick off a series of workshops.  Kyla says the exec. is weary of this request because it is not a responsible use of the money, not consistent with special request model, and also was under impression that it’s not open to the public.  The request is a direct violation because is open only to those who identify with specific, discriminating qualities.  Brandy: the workshops are actually open to all, apologize for error, but would be willing to send follow-up email.  APASU has done similar in the past, the costs are negotiable.  Rachel inquires about who Erin O’Brien is.  Jared: wants clarification between Women of Color conference and workshops.  Can parts be cut back, the cost of what she is charging?  Brandy: yes some work is being done for that, for instance staying at someone’s house now.  Cost is very fair for the amount of work she is doing.  Richard: question about money from director’s payroll.  Are we allowed to give money out like that?  Amy: that was my question, how much have they fundraised.  Brandy says they have fundraised over $2000, easily, and maybe another $4000 for the conference.  Toby: when on PFC, we approved honorariums that were large.  But would it be ok to approve without lodging and food?  Goward: transferring money out of classified staff salary, three months salary, doesn’t mean money wasn’t initially allocated for that sole purpose.  Is a concern of the executive.  Brandy, director is not CS, is OA.  Money was there to pay director who was not there for a time, and money is there for Women’s Center budget, and don’t want to suffer at PFC.  Stephanie: issue that came up from senate last year.  Sara: how were you originally going to pay for it?  Kyla: these are incidental fees, and is this the best use?

VI.  New Business


a.  Circolo Italiano recognition.  It is going back through RRC, going as fast as possible.  

b.  DDS update.  Interim director of DDS shuttle, David Goward, says DDS violated ASUO policy, so was dissolved the upper division of leadership so the executive could take over.  The executive is committed to this program, but want to make sure it is run the right way.  Dallas Brown was appointed as interim co-director.  We hope to have this organization up and running two weeks from today.  The committee in charge of oversight is very dedicated because service is used by many students.  Jared asks about theft and Goward says DDS had computers stolen in early September, but was handed over to DPS, and he doesn’t know anymore.  But we are working with Dusty Miller to secure office of DDS.  There was employment change over the break, and staff that exists has been offered jobs back.  The group is very passionate.  Some don’t want jobs back though because of ideological differences with the ASUO.  Wally: for drunk people, there is more legal responsibility to take drunk people in and in recreating DDS, they should consider that.


c.  DPS Audit.  Sara: DPS was recently audited and senate should be willing to do something.  An independent audit found that there was an unexplained decrease in receipts and there may be thousands of dollars missing.  The accounting was very poor, and she feels like the administration should do further investigating.  There is a strong possibility of theft, and the senate should act collectively to call out the administration to release more information.  Toby says it is too premature to act because there is not enough information.  Sara says there is information, the fact that an audit came along and found gross disorganization.  Monica asks what the senate can do, and Kyla says we can call a meeting.
