a. Hawaii Club.  Mike, an officer in the Hawaii Club, says the club’s largest event is this upcoming Saturday.  There are a lot of items to pay for, including food and location.  This year we even try to cut some events.  We are requesting this money to prevent our account from going into deficit until our ticket revenue comes in.  Senator Filippelli reads off their current funds and fundraising.  Senator Piering asks if this money being requested is going to be earned back.  Adds that we should find a way to loan student groups money instead of feeding their event fund.  Senator McKenzie asks whether groups can go into deficit.  Senator Axelrod says only by ten percent.  Senator Kato says that the club needs the money to start planning for next year.  Mike says the situation for the Lu’au is different because the goal is to break even, not cut a large profit.  Amy adds that even though they rolled over money, they reused it.  Senator Malena asks how much they produced in revenue last year.  There is no consensus on the amount, but about 850 came and tickets were $10-$20.
