Answer: Yes, first year and first year we actually had funding. Toby: Wasn’t funded first year? Answer: No it wasn’t so we had the event the second year when we were given the funding. Jared: Last year they spent all of their food holding. Rollover from last year is a total of $107.

b. Women’s Law Forum – Sarah Peterson: Largest event coming up with speaker from Advocates against Women’s Violence. First request is to release food holding from lunch speaker series. Want to get refreshments so we are requesting $150 from the food holding account. Will be held March 6th. Planning a reception for after the lecture. Currently have $692 in conference fund, but we are requesting an addition $650 for a reception that is expected to bring in about 600 people. Working with Women’s Center and several other groups to promote the event. Also requesting a release from welcome tea food holding. Have a welcome event but weren’t able to make that release, actually raised money for that event and didn’t spend the money in the account due to summer schedule of Senate. Requesting a release of those funds as well for another lecture involving a speaker on domestic violence. Mike: In October, had a release of funds for other lunch speaker series that you did not spend. Did you fundraise that? Sarah: Did not have opportunity to have other requests able to be funded because of summer Senate meetings, so we used fundraising account dollars. Mike: Invitation only? Sarah: Can’t have dinner without knowing how many people are going to be there. Mike: Cannot just give certain people invitations, but make it available and have people RSVP. Sarah: Are our other outreach programs not good enough (reaching out to other groups and academic departments on campus)? We will be videotaping the lecture for students that want to borrow and watch the lecture. Mike: Would you be willing to send on listserv? Toby: Determined people attending? Sarah: No. Toby: Requesting a release of more money in description. Sarah: Just a mistake on the request form. Check amount on itemization sheet. Money that we raised for welcome event was the $300 that we were authorized. Toby: Don’t want your requests to be denied in the future because a lot of money is turned over to next year. Recommend spending all of the money. If you send out email and you have 100 people RSVP what is the process of deciding? Sarah: We want a person that has demonstrated a real interest in domestic violence.

V. ADFC Veto: Adam and Kyla found holes in the ADFC budget and decided to veto it. Understand the concern that it is not possible to allocate this money and then have it rollover to next year. Didn’t want that to fall on ADFC next year. Kyle: Executive privilege of Executive, you are questioning integrity of the Senate; passed unanimously of Senate. Three words that are very important in the findings by executive: “If Not Spent.” The money will be spent and AHA is waiting for this money so we can plan for next year. Once we take a step, people will start to follow. Cannot wait for others to take the first step, we need to be the first step. Consider overriding veto. Dallas: Upsetting that Executive did this without presenting a case to Senate. Much rather see us have a few months to work with this money rather than start a couple weeks before the season starts. We need to prove ourselves effective so the administration will provide more in the future.  This will send that we students do not support our own programs.  Executive is limiting what the students are able to do. Wally: Why did you not bring this up last week? Kyla: Executive saw this for first time last week. Toby: Kyle said we would be coming to Senate with an amount and Executive was represented at the meetings where Kyle gave us an official number weeks before the official request. Wally: Does Executive have a better idea? Kyla: This can be blamed on lack of communication between Adam and I. Adam decided to veto ADFC, no discussion between the two of us. Wasn’t upset by the amount of money ADFC was asking for, but understand why Adam vetoed it. I can’t speak on a better idea right now. Something in this memo says we need to go to the Athletic Department and make a pitch before we use incidental fees. Wally: What communication did Adam have with ADFC? Kyle: Did not receive an email from Executive. Monday we found out the real reason why it was vetoed. Wally: Adam didn’t talk with anyone then about this before a veto? Kyla: I believe he talked with a few people involved. Wally: There are guards in place to make sure that incidental fees are not used unnecessarily. Kyla: Adam believed it did not believe that it would have a substantial impact at this time. Urge Senate to vote unanimously again to support last week’s decision. Mike: Adam did talk with a few senators, including myself, to find out why it was passed. Reinier: Ditto what Wally said. Toby: Understand you are representing the office and not yourself. Upsetting I found out about this from Lynn when I went to process this and we couldn’t process it. Would have appreciated some communication from Executive. We should be leaders and not followers, we need to take the first step and lead here. No guarantee from AD or administration about additional money. Kyle: Strongly encourage everyone to give a very good explanation why they are changing their vote. Toby: Every one of these issues came up at the meeting and there is no new information to change a vote. Kyla: Going to give a check immediately to AHA but were you going to buy stuff now and not send out until next year? Toby: This was stuff that could be carried over until next year (i.e. designs, ads, etc). Jared: Does Adam plan on attending this meeting? Kyla: He said he would be here. Jared: It is important for this money to get approved and it would show that this is a unanimous decision by Senate. Very vague financial request. Toby: For a project with this large size and they would have a set cost. Design team of multiple students that will be working on this. Jared: AHA is really cutting a great deal. We want to support a student group, but when you are putting on a campaign that may involve more than student groups. Sara: Very disappointed that I didn’t hear this ahead of time, heard about it yesterday. 12 votes needed to override this veto, but I am not sure if I want to have this vote tonight on such an important issue. Question why the Executive has questioned this issue and not other issues. People are scared to get out and do things first and that is what is wrong with the political system today. Toby: A lot of student dollars do indirectly affect students rather than just through student groups. A lot of this money will be going to students directly through banners, cups and several other items to places on campus property. Dallas: For one small group of people to say that this isn’t going to be used effectively is a slap in the face to the Senate. Doesn’t say much to our potential when we approved this and one person decides that it cannot work when we voted saying that it can. Rachel: Would have been better that the Executive gave a better plan and explanation to the veto in the memo.  It is obvious now that miscommunication has happened. Definitely suggest in the future that you prepare before hand and have an actual argument and not just a one or two sentence memo. Richard: Senate has been pushing for this issue over and over again. This is something that the Senate is very much behind this and we should stand behind it. Jared: This money is going to a campaign that is based on a pro-class and fan behavior campaign.

VI. ADFC Budget

Kyle: Turned in budget last week. Granted us 3.48% increase, we asked for 7%. We won’t be able to reach 50% fair market value. ADFC wants to loan the seats and you reimburse the committee. Reduced 303 seats. Basketball attendance was lowest in quite a while. Got 50 more seats at every football game. Reinier: Did a great job and really for making this more efficient.

Kyla: In regards to ADFC budget, Executive recommends 3.48%. Want to acknowledge the hard work of the committee. Toby: Fiscally responsible because it cannot be justified maintaining the tickets because of student attendance. Tickets just aren’t getting used which is wasting money that the AD cannot sell those tickets as well, hurts entire school. These are not free tickets. Kyle: Some other ideas are on the floor right now, just not set in stone. Mike: Did numbers not work out? Kyle: We are not adding in rounding factors that are normally added. We had to drop the rounding factors to make 50% fair market value. Toby: Rounding factor gives a little cushion for people moving around the stadium. Jared: Request that these be submitted earlier by President – Reads from ASUO Constitution.
