III. Committee Updates

a. ADFC: Natalie: Reached tentative agreement with Athletic department, adding 50 football tickets that were set aside for children. Eliminating 300 basketball seats from upper balcony, temporary (1 year). Demand is really low for those seats. Students can still buy those tickets for half price. Sen. Brown: Will we have same price to buy tickets back? Sen. Piering: Same price as before.

b. EMU: Sen. Hamilton: Finished budget hearings. Came 6.9% below benchmark. Negotiations for outside vendors coming on campus.

c. PFC: Jared: On the downslope of hearings. A lot of good feedback. Total allocations: $3,255,076 ( 47% below benchmark. Hearing tomorrow, 5pm in board room. Friday in the Rogue room.

d. President: Stephanie: Be sure to log off computers when you leave. Be sure to make sure you look over funding requests when you sign them. Majority for special senate meeting is Wednesday at 6 pm. Sen. Brown: Has ballroom dancing, can’t miss it. Sen. Hamilton: Sorry for all of those that can’t make it that really wants to be there. Suggest that you submit a proxy speech for someone to speak on your behalf.

e. Vice President: Sara: All pictures up on website that have been given. Going to pick a picture of those who have not given one to me. Met with Jonathon Rosenberg (President of Jewish Student Union) about Iran Resolution; highly suggest meeting with him.

f. Ombudsman: Jared: Senator Nair officially resigned. Still keeping track of all the meetings. PFC will be done by Feb 24th, come to your PFC obligatory meeting

g. Treasurer: Mike: Surplus 144,672.79. Sen. Axelrod: How much was beginning surplus? Beginning surplus: Ball park guess:$250,000-$300,000. Tomorrow at 9:30 pm budget meeting for finance committee.

h. Academic: Mike: New university center. Lively discussion with Pres. Frohnmayer about Westmoreland. 

i. Finance: Mike: Senate Budget: Met with controller, Erin, at 3. Considerably lowered admin assistance payroll. Calculated it differently, went through it with Erin. Sen. Axelrod: How did you recalculate? Mike: Changed from 7 hours a week, to 6 hours a week. Opening on Finance Committee

j. Rules: Mike: Going over Section 10 tonight. Rules committee at 3 pm on Friday in the Umpqua room.

k. Executive: Kyla: Westmoreland rally went really well. 75-100 people out there in the rain. Property was going to be sold for $18 million. St Vincent DePaul said it would probably be too expensive for them to pay for it. Childcare was a main point as well. Trying to get childcare funding in writing from Francis Dyke, probably by end of this week. Programs council meeting from 4-6 in Walnut room. Fashion Show went really well. Accepting everyone who applies. About 75-100 people modeling, no swimsuit line.

Sen. Brown: Want to expand the culture to all of the students and people in the community. Not adequate advertising. Want to table this so they HKSA can fully answer the questions. Sen. Axelrod: Make sure the senator that signs off on this knows that everything is correct on the form before signing off on this. Sen. Piering: Should probably be tabled so things can be made clear; meet with a senator, not really in a time crunch. Sen. Filippelli: More our responsibility than theirs. Shouldn’t make them come back in another week.

V. New Business



Senate Rules

Sen. Filippelli: Section 10 Resolutions. Went over two meetings in rules committee; many issues that we wrote about this year. Textbook Resolution was overturned by Constitutional Court. Opinion of rules committee is to change rules so that we can pass votes by Constitutional Court without their approval. Any issue that comes with 2/3 majority will be able to bypass Constitutional Court. Sen. McKenzie: Very strong casing needs to be thought up right now. Do not feel that resolutions that go to issues outside incidental fee are necessary. Sen. Malena: 10.1B dealing with an issue resolution is a little too vague because of section 6.2 in the Green Tape book. As it stands, 10.1B allows for resolutions to come through the Senate that do not follow rule 6.2 in the Green Tape. Sen. Filippelli: Do not feel that this is necessary because Rules committee goes through the ASUO constitution.
Motion to amend 10.1B to read “an issue resolution which does not relate to incidental fees falls within the guidelines laid out in ASUO Constitution section 6.2.

Sen. Hamilton: Adam Walsh was concerned about this as well. I don’t know what the Constitutional Court would say about this. Sen. Axelrod: Agree with your motion but it is kind of repetitive. We do follow constitution in everything we do and the Rules committee checks things over for that. Just a little too much. Sen. Malena: Agree with Jared, we could be repetitive and go back to the constitution for everything just to make things clear. Sen. Axelrod: Section 6.2 doesn’t define anything either. Sen. Malena: 6.2 seems to be the outline of what the Senate should be and do. Sen. Brown: Agree with Jared and Richard, cannot go through everything because it is repetitive. Urge to reject this amendment and make a new amendment to make this more in scope. Sen. Filippelli: Don’t disagree with this motion to change issue resolution.

Sen. Piering: Don’t see anything saying that they senate shall have the authority to pass resolutions. Sen. Brown: Defined what the resolutions are, not that the Senate can pass one. Sen. Kato: Student senate shall have the authority to pass a resolution.

Sen. Piering: Feel that some people are defending committee work at this table. We are not trying to attack the committee at this table, it is constructive criticism. Sen. Hamilton: What happened to joint resolution section? Sen. Filippelli: Built it up from scratch. Decided an issue resolution was an issue resolution. Sen. Hamilton: A joint resolution is something common in official bodies. It’s a way of  making a really strong resolution. It would be really pertinent in cases such as textbook resolution or Westmoreland, etc. Sen. Coy: Allowing senate to have the resolution with other organizations? Sen. Hamilton: Gives us the ability to speak effectively to congressmen. Would let us speak with other organizing bodies. Sen. Irvin: Does what we have now limit us from doing that? Do we need that? Sen. Hamilton: I don’t feel like these rules give us official authority to group our resolutions with other governing bodies. Sen. Irvin: Add a whole other section on Joint Resolutions? Sen. Hamilton: If resolution is passed with another governing body (University senate, etc). then title changes to SJR. Sen. Brown: Long list; maybe we should let the rules committee keep going over this before it is approved tonight. Sen. Hicks: Should be very conscious about what a resolution is. Every time a decision comes before this body our credibility goes along with the people who come through. I believe we have really increased our credibility with this Senate. Every time we pass a resolution we are going to offend somebody, that is what it is made to do. Sen. Brown: Clarify 10.3D. Sen. Filippelli: Every section we have done, we looked at what was taken before committee last year but were not passed. We thought 2/3 majority was appropriate as opposed to the ½ majority they figured last year. Sen. Brown: Frustrated because I do not understand this.

Sen. Hamilton: I don’t feel like it is going to go anywhere whether it is in this body or in committee. Welcome sending it back to committee but we need to find some sort of common ground. Sen. Filippelli: I feel we can discuss this in this body. Sen. Axelrod: Agree with Mike. Can’t just say we don’t like it, need some sort of guidelines for things you want us to re-address. Sen. Brown: There will be more people at committee to go over these rules.

Sen. Malena: Thanks to Rules Committee. Throughout the process of this we don’t want to downplay the progress that has been made by the committee. More work should be done in committee but we should be doing work here. Sen. Hicks: When you pass a resolution, you are going to offend somebody. Someone is going to be left out inevitably. Very delicate situation. Sen. Hamilton: Time right here is a great time to discuss what we want to define a resolution as. Sen. McKenzie: We want to represent the majority of students as a whole, but we are taking a lot of things for granted. We are going to help our image if we don’t take these for granted. Sen. Hamilton: What are we taking for granted? Sen. McKenzie: What gives us the authority to say we know everything about the situation? We may be wrong and that damages our credibility. Sen. Filippelli: Sorry about the little “i”s. Encourage everyone to come to committee on Friday. Sen. Piering: Agree with Sara. We should talk about the overall feeling of this Senate about passing documents. We all want to craft a good document before we pass this. Sometimes things are good because Rules Committee did things perfect, other times Rules Committee just needs to look over things a little more. Agree with Wally as well. Sen. Dufour: Agree with Wally and Sara. Need to find out why we want to change resolutions whether they need to deal with the fee or with outside issues. Important we discuss this tonight. Sen. Irvin: Definitely think about what the Constitution says. Do we really need to change the rules so we can deal with some of these issues that we want to? We are opening ourselves to passing a resolution about anything, that’s where there is a problem. Something we need to think about, good we are discussing this now. VP Coy: Look at 6.2. This doesn’t mention anything outside the university, mentions only local constituent concerns. Sen. Filippelli: What is the process if proposed rule changes have been made and sent back to committee? Answer: Changes will be sent back to rules committee. Sen. Filippelli: I feel that everyone should have listened when we said people should have come to committee before. Sen. Axelrod: This can be discussed at the special senate meeting that has been established. Talking about it tonight will probably take longer than discussing the rules. Would just like to point out section 1.2 to the VP. This should also be something that is taken into consideration when we pass a resolution. 6.2 is important, but everything else in the green tape is important as well. Sen. Heyden: I would like to repeat our goals and our changes before we pass these rules. When we bring up these things, what kind of prep would you suggest to make these rules better? Sen. Malena: I look at 6.2 as the strict policy of the senate. Resolutions we look at should be something that is already being looked at. Someone else should make the first move, not the senate. Should have experts help us look at these issues. Sen. Brown: It is necessary to have a statement on what we want with a resolution. What is the point of having a resolution? What resolutions are pertinent to this body? Sen. Filippelli: Postpone this discussion until rules and special meeting next Wednesday. Sen. Hamilton: We are 100 times more credible than last year because we have taken up controversial issues. Huge responsibility with giving ourselves more powers. If we allow ourselves to make resolutions with a loose definition then we can play on the future situations and not fall apart because of the lack of adhering to the strict rules we could submit. Sen. Axelrod: Good talk about everything said. Good to see where we can and cannot go.
