Richard: Shouldn’t groups be able to choose their own pricing? Jared: Fee paying student tickets must be at least 20% lower than general admission. Therefore children tickets cannot be lower student tickets unless we change it.

ii. EMU Board Budget. Slade Gleason and newly elected board representative, Barrett. Four primary goals: Maintain current levels of services, utilize available data, communicate with all parties involved and maintain building infrastructure. Administration increase is 6% to $863,721. Reason is because of higher staff levels. Services and Scheduling: $3,743,023 which is 7% under benchmark, does not include KWVA. Contentious items: $62,000 used to fund a general manager. It was the judgment of Senate and PFC that a professional general manager is necessary to allow KWVA to keep running. KWVA budget is $79,634 came from PFC budget. Growth of fee in future year to about $3,700,000. This future budget is not reflected in benchmark percentage. Benchmark is around $3,900,000. LRO is only growth item was created for student needs. Students wanted leadership most and made a Leadership Resource Office in attempt to meet student needs and demands. $17,970 to LRO plus $10,800 for stipend positions which will coordinate major programs as well as summits programs, etc. $1,000 for supplies. This will cut a lot of recurring budgets. Did not give them a leadership library that they requested. Almost every budget lowered travel costs to give more money to students. Executive recommendation: $3,581,030 for 2006-07. Total increase is $242,___ for an increase of 6.92%. Jared: Address KWVA with regards to transfer. How do you deal with the transfer and last years 05-06 budget and 06-07 budgets? Slade: Decreased costs from 04-05 year when budget was at $84,000.

VIII. Rules Resolutions

i. Results of over a month of work with Rules Committee. Everything is outlined pretty well in regards to what we discussed a couple weeks back. Dallas: Under 10.2b “other use of incidental fee which is in direct interest of overwhelming majority of ASUO” is extremely vague. Mike: ASUO means students. Dallas: Implies government, not students. Under 10.3hb what does it limit student senate from not discussing? Jared: Anything but validity purpose impact. If you can convince other members to agree then it should be allowed to debate an issue of general importance. Dallas: very vague, doesn’t seem necessary. We should be able to amend resolutions as a body. Recommend that we admit that part of the changes. Richard: Should resubmit these in the off time and not during the table. If we feel something strong enough we should be able to pass it. Jared: If circumstances change then the resolution should change as well. Dallas: This document should be enabling document and not be restricting. Richard: This is the intent of the senate that if it fails then it doesn’t come back unless we can change the reason why it failed. Richard: 10.2b – concern about stronger wording. This is more of an idealistic statement. 10.4 under rules committee, letter e is student senate. Shouldn’t be in these rules because they do not govern senate. Wally: Nothing lost in doing a quality check, should make sure that we catch something that the executive doesn’t necessarily catch.

Sara: Is not being able to amend a resolution even in these rules? Dallas: Wally cleared it up because we should be able to change smaller, clerical things at the table. Sara: This makes the process too slow. Toby: Other people bring it to you and we pass it, we shouldn’t change someone else’s opinion. Maybe just reward ‘members of the ASUO.’ Sara: Might have resolutions written by a senator or with other groups, must find a boundary. Wally: 10.1 is a strong statement about how the senate finds on a resolution, something they can agree with. Really do need to have a way to adopt a position something that can be controlled. Updated version of 10.2b: intent is to create debate on a resolution so that way people can bring a resolution to senate for our approval or disproval. This lays out parameters. Dallas: Overwhelming majority restrictive? Wally: It is restrictive, but it should be assessed. Not necessary to specify a majority. Dallas: In direct interest of majority maybe? Wally: Overwhelming majority is important. Reason that these things are put in here are for consistency. Jared: Reads ASUO Constitution 2.1. Dallas: Does green tape refer to who we represent as people who are incidental fee paying students? Richard: Why don’t we approve this on the agenda? Wally: If it is in a different form every time. Jared: Would you recommend 10.3Aa to be written in the same format as “any member?” Dallas: Yes. Jared: Direct interest of overwhelming majority – this was the point that was left open to interpretation during Rules Committee meetings. That is why we will debate that here of whether it is in the interest of the overwhelming majority. Without some of these rules, some people would just keep resubmitting and resubmitting again and again. Dallas: We have the ability to allow things to be on or off the agenda. Jared: The senate president decides whether it will go on the initial agenda and the other members may vote on whether it should be on the agenda for the night. Rules are being left open for interpretation so that student senate can interpret things in their own way. Reinier: Don’t see too much controversy in changing the language.
Motion to change section 10.2b from “members of the ASUO” to incidental fee paying students and the similar phrasing for 10.3a from “any member” to read “any incidental fee paying student.”

Reinier: Approve of the document as it stands. Dallas: Another change on IA, we should leave it out of the document. Makes people think that it cannot be resubmitted for reconsideration if language is changed. This won’t be a time consuming issue. Encourage people to agree on removing this from the document. Toby: Does not make sense to change a resolution if student opinion changes. No senator has to sponsor it if it comes back to the senate. Shouldn’t be forced to change a resolution.

Amendment to section 10 resolution striking 10.3IA which reads if the proposed resolution fails the student senate, the proposed resolution cannot be resubmitted.

Mike: Would rather change the wording instead of striking it. Want to make sure people know the issue can still come up with different wording. Toby: But then we should make it go through the same process it did in the beginning, correct? Mike: Could argue it has been sponsored; leaves it open to argument. Wally: Purpose of this body isn’t to be debating and passing out resolutions, but to be spending time focusing on incidental fee issues. People are welcome to bring resolutions and if we don’t like it then they change the wording and we can try it again or they lose their shot. Sara: Doesn’t allow for passing of time if people cannot resubmit a resolution. This process isn’t flexible enough. Wally: Something in the course of time could be addressed and we could bring up an entirely different resolution. Sara: It isn’t timely if someone has to wait 2-3 weeks for a resolution to even get to the senate table. Wally: Resolution would have to be different. Sara: Re-entering a resolution doesn’t change the fact that resolution has already gone through the process. If the same resolution is re-entered, does it have to go through the whole process again? Mike: Does have to get a majority of senate to go through rules committee. Mr. Hudson: If resolution is given at beginning of the school year, the idea of the senate may change if and when new senate members come on board. Need to have things go through the process, but shouldn’t be able to circumvent the process. Up to the senate to decide, but doesn’t allow for mitigating circumstances. Mike: I agree with changing the wording, but not in favor of striking the section. Dallas: Afraid it may be restrictive to future bodies. Mike: In favor of adding different wording, but not striking the section. Richard: How are we defining the same resolution? Dallas: Need to get rid of this because it does not clearly define that and leaves it too broad. Jared: Should make it more specific. Sara: It is impossible to clarify things to where everyone understands it, that is why there are rules. Dallas: We should just get rid of it.

IX. Joint Resolutions

i. Sara: My proposal for a JR is to pass this on to Rules Committee so it can be dealt with before spring term. Want to submit this today so we could see what people thought of it. Monica: What are we supposed to do with this? Sara: Learning from the process that happened with resolutions. Went in reverse order so we can get approval for Rules Committee to spend time on it. Jared: Can executive pass or propose resolutions? Kyla: Can come before senate as an individual, but not as the executive. Jared: Have you checked other rules for adopting SJR? Sara: No, but trying to contact other senate leaders. Jared: ASUO Executive can’t propose a resolution, so they shouldn’t be on the rule. Sara: They can sign on though, so they should be in the rule. Jared: Should be transparency where other groups can sign onto resolutions. ASUO Executive can’t right resolutions so Senate cannot sign onto an executive resolution. Sara: Different opinions will arise with different ASUO Executives. Jared: Check with University Senate on SJRs as well. Dallas: Don’t think this is necessary for us to discuss right now. Encourage Rules Committee to discuss this. Jared: Should recommend sending this to Rules Committee. Dallas: Rules committee should be the arbitrary body right now and not us discuss this right now.

Mike: More discussion should happen. Rules committee has taken on issue of resolutions. Don’t completely agree with concept. Everything we have passed this year has been a motion and not a resolution. Executive cannot pass resolutions so they do take positions and run campaigns, but should change that so it goes through this body. Mike: Assuming section 10 is approved then it could pose a resolution and this body could approve it. Kristin: Something that should be looked at further.
