Steph: did KLCC air Democracy Now?  Charlotte: no, is considered liberal news service, and includes news that is reported not available other places.  Brown: was it necessary to fill out C of special request form?  Jared: I didn’t think it was necessary.  Sara: are we funding same things that the money would have originally requested?  Jared: authorized spending from payroll to equipment, so those were taken out of this year’s account. D.  AIAS.  Jen, VP of AIAS says group is a student-run non-profit organization chapter.  Is a great way to network for their subject, architecture.  Requesting money for workshops and to start up chapter.  There wasn’t existing chapter last year, this year they are much more established.  Hoping for money to start-up.  Jared: how many years has AIAS been recognized?  Jen: Wasn’t recognized last year, but was funded in past.  Funded $584, but had $360 left over.  Kato: like PFC budget, is that legal? Steph: last year there was a group that was defunded and came to senate surplus.  Kato: seems weird to me.  Jared: does AIAS receive money from Arch department? Jen: no, they don’t have enough.  Jared: circumvents PFC process, lots of groups suffer from poor leadership.  Monica: can they use incidental fees to make money? Isn’t that illegal?  Sara: beware of precedent.  Kato: agree with Jared and Sara; senate is acting like PFC right now.  From last budget, would be double or triple budget.  If other groups are capable of operating without funding, then you can too.  Kyla: agree with PFC process.  Steph: this did happen last year.  Amy: could speak with me about alternative ways to give money since I am the architecture school senator.  Dallas: this is what we’re here for, to fund groups with needs.  Jared: PFC wouldn’t grant such an increase to any group.  Asking for this much for this year, this is a pretty high amount for their circumstances.  Love: echo what Dallas was saying, we should support this group and that is what the money is here for

B.  Benchmarks.



ADFC Benchmark.  Kyle: ADFC was faced with several problems this year.  Firstly, the athletic department budget cycle is behind ours, not sure about budget until after basketball season.  Asking for 7% increase.  Donation values went up, due to market value.  Jared: How are donation values calculated?  Kyle: Don’t know, but have to stay on good terms with Athletic Department.  Work to negotiate donation value and ticket prices.  Jared: how to bring prices down?  Nick: have to make good faith effort to maintain %50 FMV.  A full 8.4% to maintain CSL, how did they determine it?  Without the student section, Macarthur court and Autzen would suck.  Kyle: senate can have personal word that ADFC will try to keep it down, but need this %7 because numbers aren’t stable yet.  Sara: what is the process?  Adam: the Athletic Department requires donations to be paid before even have the opportunity to buy tickets.  Sara: this budget is about negotiating, not allocating, therefore should send ADFC with lower benchmark or will be cornered by Athletic Department.  Jared: what could be the affects of that?  Nick: could cut number of tickets available to students.  Adam: but wouldn’t because this is the one issue that students care a great deal about and therefore have ability to be tough with.  Wally: the administration wouldn’t purposely make students mad because the blame would fall to them, not us the senate.  Also the black market for tickets is “robust” so students won’t have a problem getting tickets anyway.  Student no-show will always be a problem.  Sara: is benchmark permanent?  Steph: yes, it is basically setting it in stone.  Adam: but ADFC can return to senate for approval.

EMU.  Heidi Zlatek, EMU Budget Committee Chair: EMU has good programs, according to survey conducted has 17,000 door openings a day.  This year just the CSL was over 10%, mostly due to personnel expenses.  EMU Board has been working on how to lower this.  After talking to programs, agreed to increase revenue and cut budget, but still at 7.9%.  Adam: Executive is recommending 7%, but expecting EMU to come in with budget under 7%.
