McKenzie, was lowered by AHA.  The question whether it goes outside the committee’s duties was raised by Sen. Axelrod.  Sen. Hamilton asks what the administration is contributing, and to date VP Coy says nothing.  Sen. Filippelli says senate should approach them to fund it since they approached it first, but Sen. Hamilton clarifies they didn’t ask us to do anything.  Sen. Malena asks whether other students should get involved, and Sen. McKenzie says that we are setting a precedent being the first school to campaign against themselves.  Sen. Malena clarifies it should be a student run campaign.  Sen. Hamilton says we should not wait for the administration.  We should still move on and finish what we started. We should follow through. b. Reconsideration of the KWVA budget


Dallas: In the Clark document, there is a reconsideration clause that allows the senate to reconsider.  There are three things that I’d like to be reconsidered.  It doesn’t mean that the Senate is voting on changing anything, the only thing it will do is open up the possibility for the senate to ask more questions and may do something else.  On November 2, 2005, we brought up the KWVA issue.  Since Stephanie was the only one that is returning senator, we should reevaluate now since we have new senators.  About the general manger position, this is something we should encourage for students to do.  As DDS co-director, I’ve learned a lot.  KWVA is run thin, Charlotte does a great job, but we should keep the position.  We could increase the money for stipend model.  Also, programs that are funded to this level should be able to front statistics, which KWVA has not done.  We could postpone a manager, especially if we don’t know the listenership.  To justify growth, you should prove demand.  Individuals have the capability to research this, as student senators we should show leadership.  KWVA has used sponsorships to fund, but from this year’s budget there is no record of sponsorships.  Too often, groups go under the radar and we shouldn’t set another precedent.  All this is doing is opening up the floor again to ask questions.  

Kyla clarifies Robert’s Rules of Order for reconsideration of a motion, section 36 and 37.  Also, Frohnmayer would have to reconsider which he probably wouldn’t, and Adam and I aren’t for this.  

Slade Leeson, the EMU Board Chair comments this resolution is inoperative.  Charlotte, general manager for KWVA says that being legal, the FCC can fine stations for not having enough presence.  It means that we should have a full-time manager.  This is not something I can do as a full-time student.  It’s not feasible to have more students.  Slade: It’s not practical for a student to run the larger programs.  So, manager positions and leadership development are not mutually exclusive.  

Jared: the motion to reconsider, I would not consider reason 1 and 2, part of the cost was associated with transferring KWVA to the EMU from PFC.  Bringing it back into the PFC budget is the first I’ve heard of this.  It’s really late in the season and process.  Charlotte also mentions that the Clark Document does not allow transfers during the budget season.  Dallas: we meet the definition of a standing committee, therefore we have the authority to consider.  Charlotte says it’s been three months since this was considered, and it seems like a gross misuse of process.  Jared said the formal approval of the transfer went through last year.  The money has been authorized for next year, so technically it hasn’t been used yet.  Miles Rost, EMU Board member, says there are a few issues about this.  Many other stations have non-student managers, commercial and non-commercial stations.  Reconsidering this would disrupt the entire budget process since we are almost done with budgeting for the EMU.  The operations of KWVA would also be messed up.  

Senator Piering points out that schools such as Stanford, PSU, and many other large schools have student-ran stations.  Senator McKenzie, we shouldn’t go against contracts.

Senator Brown talked to Dusty Miller the director of the EMU and Dave Hubin an administrator who both said this is an interesting thing.  We aren’t going to change anything, we are just going to bring it back to the table to look at it.  Students can run the station, other groups are liable too, that is not the goal of senate to take away positions.  Senator Piering found other radio stations that are student ran that are not violating FCC, and we have no growth justification.  There is no other income coming in.  Find a way just to look at it.  Senator Hamilton: the question at hand should be whether or not this deserves a second look, not the legalities.  Charlotte: I’ve done some research as well, and other stations have other full-time positions that are not students, and are professional advisors, even though they might not be managers.  Other stations are not the same nature as ours, so they don’t have the same requirements.  Senator Kato says there are many valid points about this issue and that in itself reason to bring up the issue again.  In their own mission and goals, KWVA says that it is student operated and owned.  We need to do more research.  Senator Hicks: by reconsidering this motion we have the Clark Document, President Frohnmayer, FCC, the PFC Chair, ASUO President and General Practiced opposed.  We are worried about credibility.  Senator Malena: These are minor things that I have mentioned, these problems, for us to change.  Charlotte: the manager position is not to own or operate, but to train students to be able to do them themselves.  Slade Lesson: This is beyond anything.  If Senate relooked at major and substantial issues afterwards, then no business can be done.  Senator Axelrod: KWVA is not exempt from the dollar amount in stipends.  Also, KWVA did not submit a job description.  VP Coy: there seems to be some uncertainties about overrealized transfers.  Slade: the purposes of the transferred money was the cost for the staff search, which has begun.  VP Coy: Because it is contract, it would be difficult for us to go against.  Senator Heyden: My hope is that KWVA’s capacity after this will be improved.  Miles, EMU rep.: Dusty Miller is not a viable candidate for the position, but Greg Lobisser might be.  If people have problems, they should bring it by the EMU board next year.  Senator Piering: it is not in the senate’s power to reconsider this at the time.  The process has begun for the search and even though the subject warrants relooking into.  Senator McKenzie: want to know how many students are listening.  Charlotte: There is a big difference between non-commercial and corporate stations.  Also, our fundraising says 0, but the accounting system is new since we just switched.  Senator Kato: Don’t feel like this is for senate right now.  Senator Hamilton: what is in our ability to do?
