iv.  ASUO Executive, on behalf of House of Film-Request $300 from Surplus to co-sponsorship a reimbursement to the House of Film.


Discussion: Daniel Epstein from House of Films says the club was created four years ago and was recently revived.  They have produced several short films and a full-length movie that was open to all people on campus.  Proctor was accepted into the New York Film Festival and was shown at the Bijou over a weekend, which sold out and made $200.  There were many expenses, including entrance fees, traveling expenses, advertising, etc.  Even though House of Film is being associated with Duck U now, there are still expenses and activities; would like $300 for current activities.  President Walsh explains half of their sponsorship is from the old administration and half is from theirs, but the money has not yet been given to House of Film.  The money from senate would be going to an appropriate account, which will then be taken out to reimburse House of Film.  Senator Le asks about who receives the money after it goes through the account.  Daniel says it goes back to the members.  Jared says the House of Film should look into PFC funding, even though Daniel says he hasn’t planned on doing that, but will look into it.  Mike asks whether or not House of Film went before senate last year; Epstein says they did but were ignored.  Le says the senate should be weary of setting a precedent of reimbursing.  Walsh says he will monitor the use of the reimbursement money through receipts to insure incidental fee money is not used inappropriately.  Monica says reimbursements should be considered on a situational basis, and House of Film seems legitimate.

VI.
Old Business


i.  LALSA- the authorization of spending in the amount of $3,100 for LALSA to send four people to a national conference in Washington, DC.  

Discussion: The motion was vetoed by the ASUO Executive because LALSA did not make adequate efforts to fundraise.  They recommend LALSA send two people instead of four.  President Walsh says LALSA’s treatment is consistent with any other group, and wants to emphasize LALSA’s difficulty due to leadership transition.  Surplus dollars should not be used as a sole source of funding, according to Walsh.  The Executive is requesting $1700, which would fund the same number of students that went last year, which was two.  LALSA says they cannot hold bake sales, and has not been able to raise funds in this short of time.  The Director of LALSA restates the lack of Latino/a students in the law school and the importance this conference has in helping to attract more students.  He says they have plans to fundraise in the future and also hold a panel to share the experience.  LALSA would like still to use their $600 allocated for the conference to go towards expenses.  Mike questions whether or not the Executive is being consistent, since House of Film wanted to be reimbursed and LALSA is asking for funds ahead of time.  President Walsh says there are huge differences, mainly in the amount of money being requested.  Tony, who went last year to the conference, further spoke about the benefits of going to the conference.  Monica and Nick Hudson both said they wish they could send everyone who wanted to go, but that is not the purpose of the incidental fee.  There were numerous discrepancies with the math, but it was eventually determined it would cost $2,377 to send three people.
